(Three) No child shall be required to pass the examination of any Board until
he has completed his primary education.

(Four) The certificate prescribed under the rule 23 shall be issued, to every
child who has completed the primary education.

(Five) The Students with Disabilities/Special Needs will be admitted as per
the provisions of the Act.

(Six) The appointment of teachers shall be conducted who holds the minimum
qualification as per sec 23 (1) of the Act. It is further provided that, the
teachers who does not holds the minimum qualification on the date of
commencement of the Act, they shall holds such minimum qualificatio;
within a period of 5 years.




(Seven) The teacher shall perform his/her duties as specified in Section 24(1)
of the Act, and

(Eight) The school shall ensure that, the teacher shall not engage
herself/himself in private tutoring,
